utton from your remote key: 

r button is already broken then simply remove 
ing button pieces from the top of the shell.  

button only shows sign of wearing but is still intact 
u have to pierce small hole on the side of the button 
mall flat screwdriver and lift it up from the shell. 
T MAKE HOLE IN THE MIDDLE OF THE 
N as you may damage electronic switch. 

 
 

Once shell is free of any old rubber remnants, you can fit new silicone button in by pressing all
around its edges. Test your remote with the new button fitted in. Once button replacement is
finished, remote key will work straight away.  There is NO need for re-programming.
